About Jane Todd Butcher

Jane Todd Butcher is originally from the Midwest, where she
earned a B.A. in Art from Illinois State University, and then moved
to South Carolina. She has been awarded signature membership
in the South Carolina Watercolor Society and the Georgia
Watercolor Society, and has been included in many regional and
national exhibitions. Jane teaches workshops in water media and
mixed media painting as an invited instructor at various cities
throughout the region, and at home at the Greenville County
Museum of Art, Greenville, SC.

Most of her current works revolve around landscape and nature
themes, in a style more impressionistic than literal. Many are
created in a medium best described as “Watermedia Collage.”
These collage paintings are composed of Japanese rice papers
which she dyes and stains individually with inks or acrylic paints.
She then tears and cuts the papers into new shapes and adheres
layers of the papers to an acid free support board or paper.
